- Slow down on bridges, overpasses and tunnels, and in the early
morning when the air temperature is rising faster than the
pavement temperature.

- Avoid applying brakes on ice as it may cause a vehicle to skid.

- Do not use cruise control during winter driving conditions.

- Use a safe speed for winter driving conditions, regardless of the
posted speed limit.

- Stay calm if you hit a patch of black ice, react as little as possible
and keep the vehicle headed straight (steer straight) take your foot
off the gas and do not hit the brakes.
