Any electrical or electronic device can cause interference or blocking to your mobile and
portable radio, and even nearby vehicles and radios. If you are having problems
receiving—especially in areas where you know you had reliable radio coverage in the

past—unplug any electrical or electronic device in your vehicle and test it again. If the reception
improves, consider that device suspect. These devices include but are not limited to: inverters,

USB chargers, phone chargers, cell phones, laptops, and MP3/music players.

In particular, the bullet-shaped USB chargers widely available have been shown to produce
enough interference to completely block radio reception.

*Do not use USB chargers when radio reception is Mission Critical.

*While all 12V converters can cause radio interference, the higher-priced

devices are usually engineered to reduce radio noise.

=Also, using a handheld inside a truck with tinted windows does not

work due to the tint having metal in it. The radio signal just bounces around in cab—not

getting out. Therefore, to talk on the handheld: turn off truck, then get out and away
from it. We also found radio interference coming from the new vehicles due to the

ignition coils on top of the engine and all the electronics now installed inside, especiaily

on the keyless ignition model.
