Another sun filled day is expected across the incident area, temperatures warming closer to mid-August normals. It will
remain dry with winds blowing from the west, and becoming gusty during the afternoon. These winds are forecast to
increase along the ridges and mountain peaks tonight as a weak upper level disturbance moves along the Canadian
border. Other than generating some scattered cioud cover [ate tonight, NO rain is expected. A stronger thermal belt is
anticipated overnight with poor humidity recovery for the mid/upper slopes. Similar to the last several days, a west
wind means we will continue to experience smoke from other western fires.
