These individuals will be the primary contacts for the Team.  Other individuals including individuals from other agencies may be designated to assist the Team, if necessary.

These agency representatives will assist with questions from the Team and the following:


Identifying key messages and key public contacts


Arranging media contacts


Reviewing publications generated by the Team (including news releases)


Joining the Team in meetings with the public, if warranted.

B.
The Team must be sensitive to local political and social issues related to public land management and use.  It is imperative that relations with the public are maintained or enhanced by the Team’s efforts.  All Team actions and contacts must have positive public relations as an underlying theme.

C.
Priority objectives for the Team are:

1. Raise overall awareness of the safety and health issues and costs related to arson-caused wildland fire to gain public support in the effort to stop arson.  

2. Educate the public about the above normal fire danger conditions and fire prevention measures.

3. Promote the “STOP ARSON:  Public Awareness Campaign”/ “Arson is a Crime” including the use of the Target Arson Hotline-1-800-27-ARSON (1-800-272-7766).

4. Establish a record-keeping process so that when the Team leaves, there is an adequate record of the Team’s activities, including: contacts attempted and completed, information developed and distributed, projects completed, recommendations for future actions, lessons learned, and a summary of expenditures. Track any recommendations and ideas generated by the public related to fire prevention.

D.

Daily financial reports must be submitted to Charlotte to ensure that expenditures are in line with the severity funds.

E.
The work of the Team shall be conducted with efficiency and effectiveness and with emphasis on the personal safety of Team members.

F.
All federal, state, and local laws, regulations and ordinances will be followed.  These laws include, but are not limited to:  state motor vehicle operation regulations, cultural and archaeological protection laws, health and welfare regulations, and environmental protection and hazardous material laws.
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
