limits, and taking responsibility for your safety.

e Most remote areas have limited services and
facilities, so pack plenty of food and water. Be
prepared for warm temperatures and bring sun
protection.

experience is planning ahead and being prepared.

e Do you have a place to stay? Most
accommodations, including campgrounds are
booked and dispersed camping may not be
allowed.

e Familiarize yourself with the rules and
need-to-know information specific to the site you
are visiting.

¢ Make sure you have the proper supplies and gear.
