	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:      
Thre is little residual heat, with the fire expanding by only one acre.  Heat is concentrated in the eastern edge, with one area of intense heat on the north side of Tonakutu Creek.  There are isolated heat sources throughout the fire area, as denoted.  The two flights (north/south and east/west) were very helpful in detecting all heat spots, due to the extremely steep terrain.    
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
