	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation: 
Perimeter growth primarily to the north/northeast; northernmost edge lies approximately 3 miles north of Walter Oldland Ranch and 0.5-0.8 miles east of Collins Gulch.  
From the heat signature, perimeter appeared to be divided into 2 distinct pieces. 

Four isolated heat sources detected near the northernmost fire perimeter just outside of the eastern flank.

Two isolated heat sources detected between Collins Gulch and the main fire perimeter just outside of the western flank.
Intense heat throughout the northern half of the fire and the eastern flank.

Scatterred heat throughout the southern half of the fire.
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
