	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Fire active with large areas of intense heat on the North/East perimeter between North Santa Clara Creek and Santa Clara Creek.  This contained the most intense heat and a smoke bloom was on the IR data.  Imagery was excellent.  Many Isolated Heat Spots in the interior of the fire.  A few isolated intense heat islands in the interior.  Two isolated heat areas outside of the perimeter to the South of the heat perimeter (towards East peak) were marked.  Both ridges of North Santa Clara Creek contained small bands of intense heat. The western perimeter has a narrow band of intense heat at the perimeter boundary.  The southern edge is mostly scattered and isolated heat.
