Intense heat on southern and western perimeter edges. Scattered heat adjacent to those areas. 3 isolated heat spots outside of perimeter, one in the headwaters of Cherry Creek in Northwest corner, 2 in the southwest corner - northeast of East Spanish peak. The one closest to East Spanish peak contained the most heat.   Isolated Heat Spots throughout the interior of the fire.
