Intense heat in interior between North and South Santa Clara creeks along trail .  Scattered heat adjacent to those areas. 1 intense heat spot outside of perimeter,  - northeast of East Spanish peak ~3500 ft elevation.  Isolated Heat Spots throughout the southern interior of the fire.  *******Used Incident Perimeter  "20130624_1200_EastPeak_Perimeter" obtained from incident @ nifc ftp site as base for interpretation.  The table acreage for the shapefile from site showed 13,388 acres.  Before editting I calculated the acres and the total was 13,531 Acres.  After interpretation editting the toal acres was 13,553 for a total growth from the shapefile provided of 22 acres.  Most of the 22 acres are from the Intense heat polygon near east Spanish peak(11 Acres) and minor perimeter edits.
