Isolated heat random in interior of fire, predominately on the southern half.  Scattered heat pockets in the South Santa Clara drainage on the headwater side(west).  Scatterred heat pocket on the southwest corner appeared to have pushed over perimeter and added 5 acres to fire.  Scattered heat pocket below East Spanish Peak is now ~ 5 isolated heat sources close to each other.
