	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Intense heat detected on the north, south east and south west sides of the perimeter.  Scattered and isolated heat detected throughout the interior.  Two small spots detected on the west and east sides of the perimeter.

The north end of the fire shows heat reaching the South Platte river.  The east side shows heat reaching Lion Gulch where it appears to have jumped the drainage approximately 0.5 miles south of the South Platte river.  The western edge is approximately 0.15 miles from the river.
