There was no growth in the perimeter tonight with very little isolated heat detected within the interior.  No intense or scattered heat detected.  There were 4 isolated heat sources detected well outside the perimeter.  After analizing the sources it was determined that they were houses which for some reason triggered the scanner.  I included a shapefile called IsolatedHeat_OutsidePerimeter as a precaution in case there is a report of valid smokes in the vicinity.
