	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Isolated Heat source 4 miles West of Heat perimeter near Lost Lake.  107 18' 58.373"W, 37 45' 5.986".
IR interpretation started from Fire perimeter shape file provided by East Zone Gis staff.  IR Tech and Pilots made multible passes over Intense Heat area, IR Tech called from plane and commented on the amount of Intense heat and provided (after landing) a color ortho rectified IR scan. Large area of Intense heat and growth from previous nights perimeter towards the South/Southwest.  Trout Creek, Middle Trout Creek, East Trout Creek and Jumper Creek Headwater areas contain extremely Intense Heat at the heat perimeter up to 2 miles back into the burned areas.  Middle Creek on the west perimeter has Intense Heat.  Scattered Heat exist in large areas north of the Intense Heat. Many isolated Heat sources outside Heat perimeter to the South and East.  Isolated heat outside the  heat perimeter on the soutth ridge of Crooked creek near the Lazy U reservoirs
