18 SITUATIONS THAT SHOUT WATCH OUT

COMMON DENOMINATORS
Maintain Situational Awareness during all phases of the Incident
Fireline:      
1. As mop up progresses further into the fire, check and clear your work area of hazardous trees. 
2. Only fall snags within your qualifications.

3. Continue to stay hydrated – DRINK, DRINK, DRINK

Weather:
1. Continue to take weather observations, watch the trends.
2. During thunderstorms, do not lie down – the best position is to sit on your pack or crouch with feet together.  Avoid sitting directly on the ground.  Avoid grouping together – stay 15 feet apart.  Put down tools.  If you cannot take shelter in a vehicle, select a wide open space as opposed to a clump of trees.  Avoid ridgetops.

Transportation:
          1.  All road blocks have been lifted.
2. Stay focused on your driving and watch for the other person.

3. Be aware of non-fire traffic.
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
