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	Entergy Working to Restore Power to Ice Storm Victims 

	Power Wiped Out Across Northeast Arkansas

BLYTHEVILLE, Ark.  --  All over the city of Blytheville, tree limbs bent and broken under the weight of the ice.

"You could hear the limbs hit the ground and it was every 5 minutes. I had to get up and look around," said resident C.W. Cummings.

What Cummings saw was that a tree limb had taken out the power lines in his yard, and nearly every one of his neighbors is in the same boat.

"I've never seen anything like it. It's like a bomb went off. Every tree in this town has some damage."

Right after the storm, 20,000 people in the area were out of power. As of Wednesday night, nearly 13,000 people were still in the dark. 

Entergy crews are working around the clock to restore energy.

Entergy spokesperson Paul Brewster stated "We hope everyone who can take power will be back on by Sunday, Monday at the latest."

Crews from Mississippi, Texas, Alabama, and more are in Arkansas. But weather and travel conditions have made for slow going. 

Crews had to rely solely on radio communications.

"Cell phones were unusable. It made it hard to communicate with a lot of our folks," said Brewster.

Without power, Cummings has no heat for his family or pets. When it gets too cold he's been doing what many people have been forced to do, sit in the car to warm up.

"There's no heat in the house. We just have to bundle up. I think its going to be a very bad night."
