USFS State Private Redesign

State and Private is looking at reassessing their methodology for distributing money to the states.

They are looking at some national themes and how well states can address those national themes in their proposals for grant money.  Currently working on a model to meet that objective.
The national themes or goals are to:
Conserve working forest landscapes
Protect forests from harm

Enhance benefits associated with trees and forests

There are two phases to the project.  The first phase is development of models.  That deliverable is due October 1.  Stage 2 is development of that model into a system.  Right now the data for the models is being provided to ESRI.
Dale Guenther’s email
Who should be the data steward for national dispatch themes?  Most likely NICC.
There appear to be multiple versions of GA boundary and dispatch boundary themes available.

David O’Rourke sent out a GA Boundary layer for review in July 2007.  It’s on ftp.nifc.gov under predictive services

Need to figure out the most current and accurate GA boundary and dispatch area boundary datasets.
Aviation hazards is a NGA theme.  The wildland fire agencies don’t own that theme.

The GTG needs to “ordain” some layers.  We can just name the NGA as the data source for Aviation hazards.

The GTG did not approve the equipment standards that Dale is referencing.
Action: Sean will take the equipment standards stuff on to the CTSP group for their review.

Action: Joe Frost will notify Dale that the GTG did not approve the document that he is referencing.
