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Action Items:

Fireline handbook:

Contact has been made and that group will be looking at symbols

Datum Standard:

Bill looked at the draft comments regarding the Datum standard.  There was some confusion over the real intent here.  After much discussion, it was not that NWCG was demanding that the datum be NAD83, nor defining NAD83, but rather that the datum used to describe the data set was defined and would be stored in the datasets in a standard way.  
While an argument could be made that that is metadata information (applicable to the entire data set), the counter was that it was also feature level metadata and intimately tied to the latitude and longitude.    Bill, Andy and Brian will develop this further off-line.

Fuels Standard:

Should this be withdrawn since the business community doesn’t seem to be behind it?

Is the standard developed by the Rocky Mountain group effective as a strawman, a way to get the business group involved?

Can GTG move this to the fuels group?

It is premature to withdraw, but that should be an option.  We need to let the process work – the Rocky Mountain group is still working with the responses.  Let’s let those processes go and try to keep the fuels group involved there.  If that is a no-go, then reconsider path forward.

WorkPlan:

The Portland group smithed some more on this, incorporating notes from the Austin meeting and consolidating earlier items from work and strategic planning efforts.
Internet site:

The group looking at this is re-grouping.

NWCG is reworking their organization structure, so there is some direction to wait until that happens before a total revamping of the site.

Learning Pathways:
Andy has been appointed point on this and will attend curriculum calls as GTG rep and work with Don Helmbrecht (He and Joe Noble are “Unit 4” leads).   He will also try to keep Emmor and GTAG in loop.

The deadline has been extended – 7 July they will be naming instructors to the courses.
