	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
IR interpreted by IRIN pod in Portland OR at Geospatial 07 due to lack of IRINs at fire. We were assisting Lance Barnum and Charles Petersen who are mapping the fires to the north of Bugaboo. Imagery was downloaded from ftp site, mapped, and returned data to the same ftp site. 

Isolated heat found near Taylor junction of 250 and 125 at Lat 30 26 30 ,Long 82 16 45. This was 2.8 miles southeast of the main fire.

Fire is very hot on south side, but is also expanding east and west. There appears to be a burnout operation on the lower east side. The perimeter heat was mapped more accurately than the interior islands.
