Historically, large fires (>80 acres) on the KNF tend to increase when BI values are >19 and 100-hour fuels <17%, 
especially in combination with other local thresholds listed above. KBDI is a good indicator of resistance to control. At 
KBDI values >400, the litter and duff layers contribute to fire intensity and will burn actively. Be prepared to adjust 
tactics based on current and expected fire behavior.
