A close examination didn@ show any heat at a remove from the

heat perimeter. There were a few isolated heat sources outside of the perimeter, particularly on the south edge, but none were

seen far afield. As the interpretation shows, there are still unburned areas that fall within the heat perimeter. All but a few very

small pockets of growth occurred around the northern portion of the peri meter with the majority of the increase in acres

occurring off of the southeast corner of it.
