	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Very minimal perimeter growth predominately along the eastern edge of the heat perimeter. Intense heat is only present along the heat perimeter edge in the area between Coyote Gap Road and Powerhouse Road. Some pockets of intense heat are present in the northeastern corner of the heat perimeter. Isolated pockets of scattered heat remain in the northwestern portion of the heat perimeter. Scattered heat is still widespread in the eastern portion of the heat perimeter. Isolated heat sources are present throughout the majority of the heat perimeter but continue to diminish each evening.
